Converting .WPC to .GSD Using Demo Version of WinPC Sign and Inkscape

(1) Download Demo Version of Win PC from http://www.signmax.us/ (Select Products>Demo)

(2) Install Demo Version reading pop-up instructions carefully.

(3) Download and install Inkscape from www.inkscape.org
(4) Open WinPC Sign. Note that you have to press the Esc key after the first window opens. Then click on Win PC Sign on the left side of the screen.

(5) Open the .wpc file you wish to convert. Click on the image.

(6) The .wpc file should be filled with color to make it easier to convert. 

· On the left taskbar, click on the Color Palette icon and select red from the popup window (or any other bright color other than black or white).

· Click on the paint bucket icon (Color Element). Then click on any interior spaces in the design.

· Click on the Color Palette icon again and select black.

· Click on the paint bucket icon and then click inside the main part of the image. You should now have the image colored in with black and any interior spaces are red (or other color of choice).

(7) Now do a screen capture by pressing your Print Scrn key.

(8) Open Microsoft Paint from the Start Button>All Programs>Accessories>Paint

(9) Select Edit>Paste. The full window screen from Inkscape should appear.

(10)  To delete the exterior window portions:

· Click on the rectangle icon at top left.

· Draw across the top of the screen to select part of the “Windows” portion of the screen capture and press the Delete key. Repeat around the exterior of the screen capture until all parts are deleted except for the main image. 

(11)  To save, select File>Save As and select .jpg or .bmp as the file type and name your file. Note where the file is being saved or browse to change.

(12) Open Inkscape.

(13) Select View>Display Mode>Outline

(14) Select File>Import and locate the file you just saved.

(15) Select Path>Trace Bitmap and click on the circle next to Color Quantization and change the number to 3.

(16) Click on Preview and make sure your image shows up in the little window.

(17) Click on OK and wait for screen to flash a little bit. Close the Trace Bitmap window.

(18) Draw away your tracing from the original and click on and delete the original.

(19) Select File>Save As and change the file type to .dxf and save.

(20) File can now be loaded into RoboMaster and saved as a .gsd.
