How to do a “Print & Cut” file in Wishblade:

1. Start the Wishblade program, then open the file you want to cut.

2. Load a sheet of paper into your PRINTER, not the Wishblade cutter.

3. Click on the Print button in the Wishblade Program...(in the 2nd row at top of page.)
.
4. Stand back and let it print.

5. Take the paper out of the printer, and put it on the Wishblade carrier mat, at the bottom edge, not centered on the mat. 
Have the printed side of the paper facing up. (And the two registration marks should feed in first, not the single one at the top of the printed page.)

6. Roll the mat and paper into the Wishblade cutter.  

Center the mat equally between the white rollers, and roll it far enough back that the black cutting strip (under the blade) is just covered by the edge of the mat.

7. In the Wishblade program, click on the Cut button (next to the Print button at the top.)

8. When the Wishblade Controller pops up, set up your blade for the type of paper you are cutting.

Click on the CUT button in the controller, at the right side of the page.

.
(You might have a problem with this error message: "Auto Registration Mark reading Failed").

This happens frequently the first time a person uses his Wishblade to do a "print and cut". 
To fix this alignment problem:

1.  Uncheck the box next to SEARCH REGISTRATION MARK. 

2. Open the blue lid on the wishblade cutter, so that you can see what you are doing. Use the mouse 
to click on the four arrows on your screen in the Blade Position Box. Clicking on the 
arrows will move the blade cutter head, and you want to position the head in the area between 
the dot and the lower left registration mark.  (For portrait mode)

Once the blade head is in position, check on the box next to REGISTRATION MARK READING. Click OK. The machine will do one pass of the “Triangle Dance” and then go back to the start position. 

3. Now click CUT, then OK. You should get a perfectly aligned cut.
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
