HOW TO CUT A XYRONED PIECE OF PAPER OR CARD USING A SPARE CARRIER SHEET , SUITABLE FOR FULL SIZE & SMALL PIECE OF PAPER
1. Write on the old mat with a permanent  marker use with xyroned paper only!!!

 

2. Using a  a xyron 900 filled w/ perm adhesive. 

3. Removed the  paper from the cutting mat first). 

4. Ran the cutting mat through the xyron with the sticky side DOWN  

5. Then take it out of the xyron, 

6. I used scissors to trim away all the xyron 'stuff' that was bigger that the cutting mat. 

  

7. Then I removed the thin, clear plastic film and threw it away.

8.  I left the backer paper on, so that the sticky part of my cutting mat (which now has xyron adhesive on it) was still covered with backing paper. 

9.  I cut the piece of paper to the size I needed.

 

10. Then I xyroned a piece of paper that I wanted to cut from.  Mine was an animal stripe print.  I'm telling you that to make this next part easier to understand.

 11. I took the film off the striped paper (you may not have film depending on your model), but  I left the xyron backer paper on the striped paper.  

I peeled the xyron backer paper off the cutting mat (SAVE this you will need it).

12. I stuck the striped paper with the Backer paper STILL ON, with the striped side facing UP , so really you are sticking the backing paper  onto the xyroned adhesive on the cutting mat. 

13. Then making sure that the paper is under the rollers or at least l of the rollers, I cut my image on the setting I would usually use and with the blade I would usually use for the type of paper or card I was using.

14. I peeled the striped paper off the cutting mat (it still has backing paper on it) and cover the xyroned cutting mat with the backing paper that I had SAVED  .
