Registration Mark Problems

Print out your graphic, MAKING SURE that all 3 registration marks show

on the printed page. (You might need to check paper size and/or reset

the origin to make sure all 3 marks print out on YOUR printer.  These

files have registration marks that are set for LOTS of different

printers, you need to make sure you have set the origin for YOURS.)

Roll the paper into the cutter, and center the black marks BETWEEN the

white rollers.  

Now carefully roll the paper back out just a little bit, until you can see the black Registration mark in front of the blade.

(Carefully doing this step will make it easier for the cutter to see the marks the first time…..thanks, Michelle!)
Click on the CUT key & hit OK to start the Controller. Make sure that

the box that says SEARCH REGISTRATION MARK is checked and click on CUT.

If it cuts...great, everything was in place....Ü

If you get the error message that you need to reload the paper...then

take the paper out, and re-roll it into the machine.  The black marks

HAVE to be centered between the white rollers for the optical eye to

see them.  

Or, you might get the error message " Auto Registration Mark Reading

Failed". If this happens, you need to align your cutter.

Click OK to close the error message.

Uncheck the box next to SEARCH REGISTRATION MARK.

Open the blue lid on the wishblade cutter, so that you can see what

you are doing.

Use the mouse to click on the four arrows on your screen in the Blade

Position Box. Clicking on the arrows will move the blade cutter head,

and you want to position the head in the square area between the dot

and the lower left registration mark.

ONCE THE BLADE HEAD IS IN POSITION, check the box next to REGISTRATION MARK READING.

Click OK.

The machine will do one pass of the "Triangle Dance" and then go back

to the start position.

Now click CUT, then OK. You should get a perfect cut.
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
